Extension to current Prairie Plant Systems Inc PPS contract

DAS requirements

The 5-year contract for cultivation of research-grade marihuana by Prairie Plant Systems Inc.
ending December 31, 2006 was extended for 6 months from January 1, 2006 to June 30, 2006
(Contract amendment #14).

Health Canada in concert with Public Works and Government Services Canada has been working
to put in place a bridging contract with Prairie Plant Systems Inc. for one (1) plus three (3)
optional years, effective July 1, 2006. However due to time lines involved with submission
review by Treasury Board, the expected bridging contract start date is being postponed for an
additional 3 months from July 1, 2006 to September 30, 2006.

Additional quantities

Consequently, to ensure an uninterrupted supply of a reliable source of affordable, quality,
standardized marihuana products, the current contract with Prairie Plant Systems needs to be
extended for a 3 months period from July 1, 2006 to October 1, 2006.

During this period of time, the contractor shall produce an additional quantity of at least 100
kilograms dry weight equivalent bulk processed plant marihuana materials, 14% moisture
content. In addition, the flowering heads plant components from each harvest (2 expected) shall
be segregated into mature and immature flowering heads throughout the manufacturing process,
from harvesting to storage of bulk materials and labelled accordingly.

Projected needs for supply

With the ongoing COMPASS trial and the increased demand for supply to authorized persons
with the implementation of Phase 2 Amendments to Medical Marihuana Access Regulations
(June 2005), it is expected that 85 kg of flowering heads material might be needed from July 1,
2006 to September 30, 2006. The balance of FH materials needed for distribution during this
period of time will be taken from current usable inventory.

3 months Extension - Financial impact:

The current contract stipulates a total quantity of 420 kilograms cannabis plants components per
year. Revised estimated contract value as per Amendment # 14 is now $6,839,828.90 and
projected costs for the first 6 months FY 2006-2007 (April 1, 2006- Sept 30, 2006) including
distribution and off-site storage is $ 954,000 (without GST).
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
